Comprehension: to understand

Strategy: an intentional plan that readers use to help themselves make sense of their reading

8 Comprehension Strategies Good Readers Use:

1. Making Connections: 

When making connections, readers:

· pay more attention when they relate to the text

· understand better when they think about connections they make between their lives, the text, and the world

· make 3 types of connections –

Text-to-self – personal connections

Text-to-text – connections to another book

Text-to-world – connections to events in the world

2. Asking Questions: 

When asking questions, readers:

· ask questions to stay engaged in a story

· ask questions to clear up confusion, to make predictions, and to wonder about the author’s purpose

· should develop questions before, during, and after they read

3. Visualizing:

When visualizing, readers:

· create pictures or images in their minds based on the text

· can visualize during and after reading

· create pictures or images in their mind to help remember or understand the text better
4. Predicting:

When predicting, readers:
· think about what they already know about the text, topic, or what is happening in the story

· use this information to make a reasonable prediction about what will happen next

· read on, check, and make new predictions throughout the text

5. Determining Important Ideas:

When determining important ideas, readers:

· identify keys ideas or themes as they read

· distinguish important from unimportant information based on their purpose for reading

· use text features such as bold print, italicized words, and pictures to determine what is important

6. Drawing Inferences:

When drawing inferences, readers:
· judge or conclude that something in the text is true

· make assumptions based on clues from the text

· read between the lines – extend their understanding past what is written on the page to draw conclusions
7. Repairing Understanding:

When repairing understanding, readers:
· use strategies to “fix-up” confusion while reading such as –

· rereading

· using context clues to figure out a new word

· use prior knowledge to make new judgments about the story (making inferences)
8. Synthesizing Information:

When synthesizing information, readers:

· combine new information with what they already know to form a new idea about the text

· change their thinking about a part of the text
